
 
 

 

SP JAIN BBA 2011 NOTIFICATION 
 

DATE OF TEST: 10th APRIL 2011 

 

DETAILS OF TEST: 

The Program is a global BBA program of 4 years’ duration. The students have to study the first 

2 years in Singapore and next 2 years in Sydney. 

The students have to appear for an aptitude test and an evaluation process if shortlisted in the 

aptitude test. 

The aptitude test is intended to test a student’s IQ, Mathematical Ability, Logic and Reasoning 

Capacity and English Proficiency. The paper would be divided into different sections based on 

these areas. The test would be for duration of 1 hour. The format of the test may change from 

time to time but the testing would be on the mentioned parameters. Different questions may 

have a different scale of negative marking, and this would be taken into account while 

calculating a student’s score. Generally a 70 percentile score is considered as the cut-off score, 

but the academic background and English proficiency will also be taken into account while short 

listing. Those short listed in the aptitude test have to undergo the evaluation process 

(interviews/group discussions), which will be conducted in Mumbai, Dubai and Singapore. The 

student will be informed whether he/she has been short listed for the evaluation process. 

Normally this takes a period of 15 days. A final offer for admission will be made after these 2 

steps. 

 

ELIGIBILITY 

The Eligibility criteria for Indian applicants will be based on two parameters: Academic and 

English requirements. 

 

Academic: 

Students are shortlisted on the basis of their Year 10 or most recent Board exam (taken in the 

past 2 years) and S P Jain Entrance Test (SPJET) score .Only students who have achieved 75% 

and above in the Year 10 or the most recent board exam are eligible to take the SPJET. The 

test would be conducted periodically in multiple cities. Based on the test results and the overall 

profile – a candidate will be shortlisted for the evaluations (essays and interview) 

Selected students will be offered conditional admission to the program (if their Year 12 results 

are not yet in hand). 

English  

 

All students would be expected to demonstrate an acceptable proficiency in English and tender 

evidence of this. Acceptable minimum scores for different tests are as follows. 

 TOEFL PBT: 575 

 TOEFL CBT: 230 

 TOEFL IBT: 85 

 IELTS: 6
